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HOW DOES OUR COMMUNITY WORK?

How are decisions made regarding our community? Who is tasked with making these decisions? In an effort to edu-
cate our community on how Woodforest is run, we are highlighting the structure by which our community operates
and makes decisions.

What is a homeowners association?

A homeowners association (HOA) is defined as “an organization of homeowners of a particular subdivision,
condominium or planned unit development. The purpose of a homeowners association is to provide a common basis
for preserving, maintaining, and enhancing their homes and property. Woodforest’s HOA, like most homeowners’
associations, are non-profit organizations. The association provides services, enforce covenants, define and enforce
deed restrictions, levy assessments, and impose fines. Each member of a homeowners’ association pays assessments.
Those assessments or dues are used to pay for expenses that arise from having and maintaining common property.”
What does that mean? If you own a property in Woodforest, YOU are a member of the HOA! The HOA is governed by
a Board of Directors.

What is the Board of Directors?

The board of directors consists of 11 people, all fellow residents, voted in by residents of our community. Board
members are in charge of making decisions about landscaping, budget, and enforcing deed restrictions. All board
members are unpaid volunteers, taking time away from other activities to help with our community.

Board Meeting Conduct

1. The Board meeting is a meeting of the Directors of the Corporation.

2. As homeowners, you have a vested interest in your community, and you elected the Board members to take care
of those interests.

3. Business matters come before the Board when a motion is made, and seconded. Each motion has a discussion
period before a vote is taken. This discussion is to take place only between the Board members (and with manage-
ment, if needed).

4. When a vote on a motion is taken, it is voted on by the Board members only.

5. If you would like an item to be considered by the Board to be on a future agenda for a decision, please submit your
request or suggestion in writing at least a month before the next meeting. If you only want to verbally address the
Board, you should plan on participating in the Open Forum portion of the meeting by calling the office and requesting
to be added on the agenda for that meeting. (Note: The Board may be unable to make decisions on items until they
have done the proper research and had time to consider their findings.)

Street parking is one of the easiest rules to abide by; yet it seems to be
a consistent problem that is reported daily. This is just one requirement of living within a deed restricted community. Applicable
deed restrictions are paraphrased below:

*Parking of vehicles on the grass or lawn is strictly prohibited.
*Parking of ALL vehicles are limited to driveways and garages only.

*No vehicle shall EVER be parked as to block other neighbors from accessing their driveways.

*No vehicle shall park on the street for a period longer than twelve hours.
